s Remove shipping pockage, lape, elc, and eave doors open ventilation for a while.

«The unit is claaned beiore shiprment. However, clean the compartment ilanor once aftar deliverny.

s Placse inser powar supply plug into the wall oullel single-phale to cal vollage.

# Allow the unil o operate for aboul 1 kour 1o cool the compartment betare placing fems in the coolar

WAIT 5 MINUTES OR MORE BEFORE RE-STARTING

® Do not lel lema obstruct the cold alr Inlet and suchon oubiet,
* Place ilems so that they do not protrude fram the shelves The gap between the shelvas and the
. dioor 5 used for circulation of cold air
» Ploce tems evenly on all shelves.
Please do not display goods on the boffom. Plecse put goods on the shelf
